Flag Iris will grow in a wide pH range from 6.5 (acidic) o 8 (very
alkaline). The ideal pH level is 7-7.2.

Dividke and replant every 24 years or when crowded. The best time
to divide is immediately after flowering in late spring/early summer.
Summer division requires mare care 5o early autumn division is the
next recommendation.

I Iris are divided from late autumn to spring this could result in
insufficient roct growth, causing short fiower spikes, smaller flowers
or flower spikes that blow over in winds

Plant hizomes on or just below soil surface, as they requirs both
heat (sun) and eold (frost) to flower.
